An additional Evaluator (Rorrer) will compile aggregate 
application information anonymously for general reporting purposes to the National Science 
Foundation, and may be used in future publications to describe REU student outcomes  
anonymously. Any information about you, including your identity, is completely confidential. All reports 
or publications will ensure anonymity of the  information. The following steps will be taken to ensure 
this confidentiality: A unique code will be generated to label your information. The relationship 
between this code and your identifying information will be kept strictly confidential. When reporting 
alumni information, care will be taken to ensure that no individual's response can be identified. All 
information will be stored in a secure offline database, with no names associated with the data.
